ALL BOOTHS MUST HAVE MERCHANDISE FOR SALE

PDU proposes to sponsor a holiday shopping market known as “Mistletoe Market” to be held November 5th and 6th, 2010 at the Doster Community Center in Prattville, Alabama.  The merchant agrees to rent space for the sale and exhibition of its merchandise at the event on the terms and conditions listed below.

This contract agreement must be returned fully executed by the Merchant to PDU with a deposit of $100.  The deposit will be applied in full toward payment of the booth rental fee.  The Merchant shall be liable for the balance of the booth rental fee on August 15, 2010, unless prior to that time the Merchant has given written notice to PDU that Merchant does not want to participate in the Market.  In this event, a full refund will be given by PDU to the Merchant.  After August 15, 2010, this contract will be null and void and the deposit will be retained by PDU. Contracts completed after August 14, 2010 will pay full amount and this amount is non refundable.  Merchant hereby agrees to pay the rental provided below for the size booth so rented at the location designated by PDU.

2.    Booth rental includes one (1) 8’ table and two (2) chairs.  Merchants are permitted two (2) workers per 10x10 booth, three (3) per 10x12 booth and four (4) per 10x16 booth.   Badges will be provided to merchant for distribution according to the size booth.  Additional workers will not be admitted without paying admission.

3. PDU reserves the right to refrain from renting a booth to a Merchant based on the nature of that Merchant’s merchandise in order to avoid excessive duplication of the Market, as well as the exclusion of merchandise that is not well suited or appropriate to this Market. Merchandise must be displayed as stated on application.

4. PDU reserve the right to reject and disallow the sale or advertisement of any undesirable materials or merchandise.  Upon being informed by the PDU that the merchandise does not fall into the approved category, or that materials or merchandise are undesirable, Merchant agrees to remove such materials or merchandise from display and discontinue sales or display of such merchandise.  

5. PDU will have the “Mistletoe Market” open to the public during the following hours:

Friday, November 5th       - 9:00 A.M. – 8:00 P.M.

Saturday, November 6th    - 9:00 A.M. – 5:00 P.M.


Merchant agrees to give PDU a $50.00 deposit at the time of setup and will keep its booth open at all times during the open hours of the event.  Merchant will not begin packing its merchandise for removal prior to 5:00 P.M., Saturday, November 6th. If Merchant begins packing before 5:00 p.m., the $50.00 deposit shall be forfeited.  The deposit will be returned to vendor upon departure if  these requirements have been met.

6. Merchant agrees to move in and arrange its merchandise between the hours of 12:00 P.M. and 7:00 P.M., Thursday, November 4th; no merchant may check in prior to this time.  Merchant agrees to remove its merchandise on Saturday, November 6th by 10:00 P.M.  Merchant will not block any loading areas during Market setup, selling hours and breakdown.

7. Merchandise must remain within the perimeters of the booth.  

8. PDU agrees to provide security during “Mistletoe Market”; however, the PDU shall have no responsibility or liability of any kind for any loss or damage to Merchant, or to its property or merchandise.  All expenses of any kind in connection with transporting, packaging, unpacking, and insuring of Merchant’s property or merchandise shall be borne entirely by Merchant.

9. PDU agrees to include Merchant in publicity prior to “Mistletoe Market” and in the “Program” to be printed and distributed by PDU in connection with said event, provided that the Merchant has fulfilled his duties under the contract in a timely manner.  PDU is not responsible for any typographical or clerical errors made by the media pursuant to this publicity.

10. PDU will make no warranties with respect to merchandise and will have no responsibility with respect to the collection of unpaid accounts, returned checks or the return or merchandise.

11. PDU may cancel “Mistletoe Market” at any time for any reason, and without penalty.  Written notice of such cancellation shall be given to Merchant on or before October 1, 2010.  In the event that the PDU cancels this Agreement, all monies paid will be returned to Merchant.  Merchant may cancel this Agreement on or before October 1, 2010.  If the Merchant cancels this Agreement prior to said date, booth rental will be returned to Merchant less the deposit amount.  If Merchant cancels after October 1, 2010, neither the deposit nor the booth fee will be refunded to Merchant.  
12. Merchant shall assume all risks with respect to Merchant’s merchandise, including fire, theft, and any other type of damage, and insurance thereon must be provided at the expense of the Merchant.  Merchant agrees to indemnify PDU and hold it harmless from any and all claims and liability resulting from faulty or defective merchandise purchased or ordered at the event or from the acts of any of the employees or agents of Merchant.  Neither PDU nor the City of Prattville, nor any of its agents or employees shall be liable to Merchant or its employees or agents, for personal injury or property damage of any kind arising out of the operation of “Mistletoe Market.”

13. Merchant agrees to collect any sales tax on sales of its merchandise and to comply with all requirements of the Alabama State Department of Revenue, and all requirements of the City of Prattville and the County of Autauga, concerning the sale or merchandise.  Merchant further agrees to comply with all other laws and regulations governing its activities.  Merchant hereby agrees to indemnify and hold PDU harmless with respect to any and all liability for sales taxes or other licenses and fees arising out of Merchant’s conduct at the “Mistletoe Market” and from any other liability arising out of Merchant’s failure to comply with any other law or regulation.

14. PDU will not be responsible for receiving, handling, storing or safeguarding merchant’s merchandise or other property.  Merchant shall be responsible for safeguarding these items during market hours as well as between hours.  The PDU shall not be responsible for breakage, theft, robbery, burglary, vandalism, fire, wind, flood, hail, water damage or any other casualty whatsoever which might occur; and Merchant assumes all risks with respect to Merchant, its employees, agents, merchandise, and property, including, but not limited to fire, wind, theft, robbery, burglary, vandalism, hail, flood, or water damage and any other type of damage from whatever cause, and any insurance against such risk shall be provided by Merchant at its expense.

15. Merchant agrees to indemnify and save harmless PDU from all fines, suits, claims, demands and actions of whatsoever kind or nature, by reason of any breach, violation or nonperformance of any condition hereof on the part of Merchant.  Merchant will indemnify, protect and save harmless PDU from any loss, cost, including attorneys’ fees, damage or expense caused directly or indirectly by Merchant for injuries to persons or property, while in or on said premises leased by PDU for the sponsoring of  “Mistletoe Market’.  Merchant agrees to comply with all of the laws applicable within the municipality, county, and state, in which said premises are located with regard to nuisance, insofar as the building and premises referred to above are concerned, and by no act render PDU liable therefore.

16. In the event of default by Merchant in any of its obligations hereunder and in the event PDU places a claim for such default in the hands of its attorneys, Merchant agrees to pay PDU reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs in connection with said claim or suit and all other costs of PDU connected therewith.

17. Merchant’s rights under this agreement are nontransferable and Merchant shall make no assignment or sublease of its rights to another merchant without the written consent of the PDU chairman of “Mistletoe Market.”

18. If any provision of this Agreement shall, to any extent, be invalid or unenforceable under applicable law, the remaining terms and provision of the Agreement shall not be affect thereby, and each such remaining terms and provisions shall be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by applicable law.

19. This agreement shall be construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of Alabama.
